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After nine years of war, it has never been so important to 
care for our newest generation of veterans. For the more than 
2.1 million men and women who have served in Iraq and 
Afghanistan, our country has a moral obligation to support 
them upon returning home. Democrats, Republicans, inde-
pendents, liberals and conservatives share the same duty to 
support those who have served.  Unfortunately, our elected 
o!cials in Washington have failed to fully live up to this 
responsibility in the 111th Congress (2009-2010).  IAVA 
Action Fund’s Report Card seeks to: 

• Highlight the key issues facing the newest genera-
tion of veterans and identify the legislation in the 
111th Congress which addressed those priorities.

• Bring accountability to elected o!cials on Capitol 
Hill who failed to take action for new veterans. 

• Recognize leaders in Congress who showed new 
veterans they have their backs. 

• Inform the public, media, and voters about what it 
means to truly support veterans. 

Iraq and Afghanistan Veterans of America (IAVA) is the 
foremost advocate for our nation’s returning warriors and 
their families.  On Capitol Hill, in the media, and in com-
munities across the country, IAVA supports, empowers, and 
"ghts for the newest generation of veterans. #e IAVA Action 
Fund is IAVA’s non-pro"t, nonpartisan 501(c)4 sister organi-
zation, dedicated to educating the American people, pushing 
for solutions impacting troops and veterans and holding our 
elected o!cials accountable for their actions without regard 
for party or political ideology. #e Report Card is a product 
of the IAVA Action Fund and a critical tool for achieving our 
singular mission of improving the lives of Iraq and Afghani-
stan veterans and their families. 

In the "rst half of the 111th Congress made signi"cant prog-
ress improving the lives of veterans and their families. Un-
fortunately all forward progress stalled in the second half of 
the Congress.  In October 2009, the President signed into 
law two major legislative victories for veterans: Advanced Ap-
propriations and mandatory mental health screenings for ev-
ery returning servicemember. First, Advance Appropriations, 

formally titled the Veterans Health Care Budget Reform and 
Transparency Act of 2009, requires Congress to provide fund-
ing to the Department of Veterans A$airs two years in ad-
vance.  IAVA was a leader in the "ght to pass this historic 
law, which will keep partisan politics from delaying future VA 
budgets. Second, IAVA worked with Congress to pass long 
overdue legislation to address invisible wounds.  Mandatory 
mental health screenings guarantee that every servicemember 
returning from Iraq and Afghanistan receives person-to-per-
son mental health screening by a quali"ed professional.  In a 
time of record mental health injuries, this legislation is essen-
tial for making sure no one falls through the cracks. 

Additionally, in early 2010 Congress passed legislation (held 
over from 2009), which improves health care for women vet-
erans and allows caregivers of wounded warriors to receive 
training, access to health care and a living stipend. #is was 
another landmark legislative achievement.  

Other achievements in the "rst half of the 111th Congress 
include: prohibiting the use of open-air burn pits; autho-
rizing retroactive pay for servicemembers stop-lossed since 
9/11; providing access to unused GI Bill bene"ts for children 
of fallen servicemembers; and funding the VA for FY 10 and 
FY 11 at record levels. 

For these accomplishments, Congress deserves tremendous credit. 

However, in the second half of the 111th Congress, the Senate 
and House of Representatives failed to take meaningful action 
for new veterans. Despite pressure from IAVA and other veter-
ans services organizations (VSO’s), Congress was unsuccessful 
in passing reform in four key areas: improving the outdated 
VA disability process, upgrading the Post-9/11 GI Bill, help-
ing veterans "nd employment opportunities, and approving 
the VA budget.  As a result of Congressional inaction, veterans 
are forced to wait another year for these critical improvements 
to the bene"ts and services that they have earned.  

IAVA Action Fund’s 2010 Congressional Report Card re-
views the achievements and failures of the 111th Congress. 
In the following pages, every member of Congress is graded 



on his or her leadership on the most critical issues facing 
Iraq and Afghanistan veterans as determined by our national 
membership.  #ese grades are based on their votes and co-
sponsorship of IAVA Action’s legislative priorities published 
and delivered to every Congressional o!ce at the start of 
2009 and 2010 and regularly reenforced by Congressional 
testimony and appearances in the media.  #e grades are 
based entirely on these priorities and are blind to party and 
ideology. 

In the 111th there were few exceptional congressional leaders 
on veterans’ issues with only 20 out of 535 legislators earning 
an A+ for standing with IAVA Action on every issue.  By 
contrast, in IAVA Action’s 2008 Congressional Report Card 
on the 110th Congress, more than 150 legislators earned a 
perfect grade of an A+. #is year too many legislators failed 
to take action or show leadership on the key issues facing 
new veterans.  

Veterans and their families deserve real leadership and change 
on the ground from their Congressional leaders.  #ey did 
their part, now it’s time for Congress to do theirs. It isn’t 
too late for Congress to step up and take meaningful action. 
When they convene for the lame duck session in November 
2010 following the election, and before the 112th Congress 
begins, we hope the 111th Congress will pass meaningful 
legislation to ensure that veterans are able to "nd quality em-
ployment, that disabled veterans get the bene"ts they have 
earned in an accurate, timely manner and that we upgrade 
the Post 9/11 GI bill.  

Every year is a new chance for Congress to live up to their 
responsibility to veterans and their families.  IAVA and IAVA 
Action believe that these issues do not belong to any one 
party, and both sides of the aisle must stand up for Ameri-
ca’s veterans. In 2011, we look forward to working with the 
112th Congress on our next round of legislative priorities.



IAVA Action has a straightforward approach to scoring law-
makers’ support for veterans.  #e grade is not a comment 
on a legislator’s party, platform, history or character.  Nor is 
it and endorsement or rejection of that particular lawmak-
er.  It is based solely on their action or inaction in voting or 
sponsoring IAVA Action’s legislative priorities outlined in 
IAVA Action’s 2009 and 2010 Legislative Agendas. IAVA 
Action has identi"ed the 23 key votes on veterans’ issues 
in the 111th Congress, which best address these priorities 
(See table on P.5). Each of these votes was an opportunity 
for Senators and Representatives to take a stand on behalf 
of Iraq and Afghanistan veterans.  IAVA has been vocal on 
these issues through Congressional testimony, direct lobby-
ing, and advocacy in national and local media. #e signi"-
cance of each vote is described in the “Vote Description” sec-
tion of the report card. 

Scores are based on how often legislators voted with IAVA 
Action on these critical issues. For every vote in line with 
IAVA Action in support of veterans, the lawmaker receives 
one point. #ose who voted against the position of IAVA 
Action, or who failed to vote, do not receive a point.  

In addition, IAVA Action recognizes members of Congress 
who took a leadership role in the legislative process. We 

acknowledge those who have stood with IAVA Action from 
the start by cosponsoring our number one legislative priority 
in 2009, Advanced Appropriations, and our top three 
legislative priorities in 2010: Disability Reform, Upgrades 
to the Post 9/11 GI Bill, and Veterans Employment.  
Legislators, who are leaders on these priorities, play a critical 
role in elevating these issues into the national debate, making 
it possible to hold a vote.  #ey earned one point for each of 
the priorities they support. 

Note, whether a lawmaker is a veteran does not factor into 
our scoring. However, IAVA Action believes that having 
served in the military o$ers valuable insight and experience 
for legislators, particularly regarding military and veterans’ 
issues. Senators and Representatives who are military veter-
ans are marked with a star in the index.  

Finally, 16 Senators and Representatives did not serve a com-
plete term in the 111th Congress. #ese Senators and Rep-
resentatives receive an “incomplete” grade, marked “INC.” In 
addition, the House Speaker, who customarily does not vote, 
is simply marked “S.”

Unfortunately, in 
the e$ort to stem the rising tide of suicides the Department 
of Defense (DOD) was relying on an ine$ective, antiquated 
system of paperwork to conduct mental health evaluations. 
As a result, thousands of su$ering servicemembers fell 
through the cracks. #e National Defense Authorization 
Act (NDAA) of 2010 contained a provision that would 
require every returning servicemember to be con"dentially 
screened in person by a trained mental health professional. 
IAVA had been advocating for this provision for over three 
years. #e NDAA also contained many of IAVA Action’s 
other legislative recommendations including: increasing 
the number of mental health providers in the military, 
minimizing servicemembers’ exposure to hazardous waste 
by severely limiting the use of open air burn pits in Iraq and 
Afghanistan and granting meaningful voting protections 
for overseas servicemembers (§ 575-589). #e NDAA 
passed on a vote of 281-146.

NOTE: !e NDAA also contained the Matthew Shepard 
Hate Crimes Prevention Act, which increased the penalties 
and sentencing requirements for hate crimes against a victim 
based on race, color, religion, national origin, ethnicity, gender, 

disability, or sexual orientation.  Although IAVA Action takes no 
position on this issue, the NDAA contained a signi"cant number 
of our priorities to warrant its inclusion in the report card.

For example, deploying servicemembers were 
authorized to terminate cell phone contracts, but if they 
wanted to keep their phone number they were at the mercy 
of their cell phone provider. Many servicemembers had to 
continue to pay their full monthly bills in order to keep their 
phone numbers while unable to use their phones in Iraq and 
Afghanistan. #e Veterans Small Business Assistance and 
Servicemembers Protection Act modernized the SCRA 
to allow servicemembers to keep their personal phone 
numbers and prohibited companies from charging penalties 
for breaking a rental or auto lease. #e bill also required the 
VA to improve the coordination of its outreach e$orts and 
ensure small businesses requesting a veteran’s preference 
are actually owned by veterans. #is bill passed 382-2.

Many require constant watchful protection.  #e 
Caregivers and Veterans Omnibus Health Services Act 
provides caregivers a living stipend, health care coverage, respite 
care, lodging when the veteran must travel for treatment and 
continued training. #is legislation also contained a number 
of other key IAVA Action priorities, including the expansion 
and improvement of VA health care for female veterans and 
support for homeless veterans. #is legislation passed 419-0.

According to the Defense Department 
(DOD), only 20 percent of all unwanted sexual contact is 
reported to a military authority. Sexual assault is a violation 
of military values and professionalism and it undermines unit 
cohesion, morale and e$ectiveness. #e National Defense 
Authorization Act (NDAA) of 2011 signi"cantly strengthens 
the DOD’s military sexual trauma (MST) prevention 
programs. #e NDAA contains 29 speci"c improvements 
to DOD’s MST programs, many of which were outlined in 
IAVA’s Legislative Agenda, including requiring the creation 
of a sexual assault hotline and authorizing access to legal 
counsel for sexual assault victims. #e NDAA would also 
increase the number of mental health providers, improve 
DOD/VA record sharing, require a comprehensive screening 
policy for Traumatic Brain Injury and grant additional 
protection to the child custody agreements of deploying 
parents. #e NDAA passed 229-186. 

NOTE: “NDAA included a provision to repeal “Don’t Ask, 
Don’t Tell”. Although IAVA Action takes no position on 
this issue, the NDAA contained a signi"cant number of 
our priorities to warrant its inclusion in the report card.

SUMMARY: Every year veteran service organizations 
release the annual Independent Budget (IB) which details 
the budgetary needs of the Department of Veterans A$airs 
(VA) for the upcoming year. #e IB is designed to help 
Congress have a clear picture of the needs of our nation’s 
veterans and ensure that every veteran has access to high-
quality medical care and is not forced to wait for the bene"ts 
they have earned. Since January 2007, Congress has met or 
exceeded the recommendations of the Independent Budget 
and increased VA funding by $27 billion (70%). #is year 
the House voted to fully fund the VA for Fiscal Year 
2011 and provided an advanced appropriation for 2012, 
by passing the MiliCon-VA appropriations bill.  #e VA 
budget will allow the VA to hire 4,000 additional claims 
processors (an increase of almost 25%) and continue to 
provide substantial funding for mental health and homeless 
veterans programs. #e VA appropriations passed 411-6.

Late budgets lead to inadequate planning and 
rationed health care for veterans. #e Veterans Health 
Care Budget Reform and Transparency Act, also known 
as Advance Appropriations, authorized the approval of the 
VA budget two years in advance. #is legislation removed 
partisanship and politics from the veterans funding pro-
cess and was the top priority for IAVA Action in 2009.  
        
 
Disability claims processing reform, upgrades to the Post 
9/11 GI Bill, and veterans’ jobs were top priorities for IAVA 
Action in 2010.  Due to a lack of leadership from the House 
and Senate Veterans A!airs Committee, there was no sub-
stantial progress on these issues.  We thank those members 
who stood with us from the start on these issues and expect to 
see real action on these issues in the 112th Congress.

SUMMARY: Disability Reform was one of IAVA Action’s 
top legislative priorities in 2010. Nine years into the wars in 
Iraq and Afghanistan, veterans still have a disability claims 
process which was outdated years before most OIF and OEF 
veterans were born.   Reforming the disability claims process 
was a top priority of over 30 veterans’ organizations in 2010.  
Despite strong support in the veterans’ community and from 
key members in Congress, the House Veterans A$airs Com-
mittee chose to ignore this issue in 2010.  IAVA Action sup-
ported three bills that were introduced in the House that 
would make signi"cant and meaningful reforms to the VA 
disability claims process.  H.R. 4121 would have reformed the 
appeals process by making it easier to submit new evidence 
to the Board of Veterans Appeals.  Additionally, it would al-
low the Board to rate individual injuries instead of sending 
the whole claim back for one error.  H.R. 5549, made chang-
es to the VA’s Fully Developed claims program by protecting 
the veterans e$ective date and ensuring that the VA fully 
noti"es a veteran if their claim is found to be incomplete.  
H.R. 5928 would authorize the VA to conduct a Fast Track 
Claims program where the VA could assign interim ratings 
at the beginning of the review process for obvious injuries.  
#is process would allow veterans to gain access to their care 
and bene"ts while the VA develops the rest of their claim.

SUMMARY: Our work on the new GI Bill is not done.  In 
2008 Congress made a historic investment in our nations 
newest veterans.  However thousands of veterans were left 
out of the Post 9/11 GI Bill.  IAVA was a leader in develop-
ing an upgrade package to the New GI Bill, called New GI 
Bill 2.0.  #is legislation was one of IAVA Action’s top leg-
islative priorities in 2010. Although over 300,000 students 
have already taken advantage of this historic new bene"t, 
tens of thousands of veterans are still being left behind. Too 
many young veterans "nd themselves unable to take advan-
tage of these GI Bill bene"ts because they are attending 
the wrong school and many others, already using the new 
GI Bill, have had their bene"ts cut by needlessly compli-
cated regulations. New GI Bill 2.0 o$ers a comprehensive 
approach to upgrading the Post-9/11 GI Bill by expand-
ing the bene"t to include: 1) Vocational Training: Invalu-
able job training for students studying at vocational schools; 
2) Title 32 AGR: Grant National Guard servicemembers 
responding to national disasters full GI Bill credit; 3) Dis-
tance Learners: Provide living allowances for veterans in 
distance learning programs.  #e New GI Bill 2.0 will also 
streamline and clarify the Post 9/11 GI Bill by removing tu-
ition and fee caps and expand the Yellow Ribbon Program.

Summary: Fighting veteran unemployment was one of 
IAVA Action’s top legislative priorities in 2010.  Unemploy-
ment rates among new veterans have risen signi"cantly in 
the last two years. In 2009, the average unemployment rate 
for Iraq and Afghanistan-era veterans was 10.2%, up from 
6.1% in 2007. #e unemployment rate of Reserve and Na-
tional Guardsmen, who often leave behind civilian jobs or 
their own business when they deploy, have more than qua-
drupled since 2007. In response IAVA Action supported two 
bills that o$ered unemployed veterans a meaningful chance 
at "nding quality employment. #e “Veteran Employment 
Assistance Act” (H.R.5120/S.3234) provides direct assis-

tance to veteran owned small businesses, improves DOD’s 
Transition Assistance Program (TAP) and reauthorizes a 
program that helps veterans secure vocational certi"cates 
based on their military service. #e “Veteran Employment 
Transition Act” (H.R.5400/S.3398) would extend a $2,400 
tax credit to employers who hire unemployed veterans and 
simplify the process for employers to apply for that credit.

In 2008 Congress 
passed legislation that o$ered stop-lossed servicemembers 
an additional $500/month to repay this additional service. 
However, that only paid servicemembers stop-lossed after 
the bill became law. In 2009, as part of the Supplemental 
Appropriations bill, Congress extended those payments 
retroactively to any servicemember who had been stop-
lossed since 9/11. IAVA strongly opposed the Department of 
Defense’s over reliance on stop loss authority and we worked 
hard to secure these additional payments. #e supplemental also 
expanded the new Post-9/11 GI Bill to include the children of 
fallen servicemembers, creating the Marine Gunnery Sergeant 
Fry Scholarship.  #e supplemental passed on a vote of 91-5. 
 
NOTE: IAVA Action has been "ghting the use of stop loss 
authority since it began as an organization.  In March of 2009 
the DOD announced that it would severely limit the use of 
stop loss.  !e supplemental contained controversial provisions, 
including war funding, expansion of cash for clunkers and 
limitations on the transfer of Guantanamo detainees, but as a 
veterans organization we expect full congressional support on 
a provision which was so critical to the military and veterans 
community.

During that time suicide rates in the Marine Corps and 
Army have severely increased and the Army rate has more 
than doubled.  Since 2001, 260 servicemembers have killed 
themselves while in Iraq and Afghanistan. Unfortunately, in 
the e$ort to stem the rising tide of suicides the Department 
of Defense (DOD) was relying on an ine$ective, antiquated 
system of paperwork to conduct mental health evaluations. As 
a result, thousands of su$ering servicemembers fell through 
the cracks. #e National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA) 
of 2010 contained a provision that would require every 
returning servicemember to be con"dentially screened in 

person by a trained mental health professional. IAVA Action 
had been advocating for this provision for over three years. #e 
NDAA also contained many of IAVA Action’s other legislative 
recommendations including: increasing the number of mental 
health providers in the military, minimizing servicemembers’ 
exposure to hazardous waste by severely limiting the use of 
open air burn pits in Iraq and Afghanistan and granting 
meaningful voting protections for overseas servicemembers (§ 
575-589). (§ 575-589). #e NDAA passed on a vote of 68-29.
 
NOTE: !e NDAA also contained the Mathew Shepard Hate 
Crimes Act, which increased the penalties and sentencing 
requirements for hate crimes directed towards race, color, 
religion, national origin, ethnicity, gender, disability, or sexual 
orientation. Although IAVA Action takes no position on this 
issue, the NDAA contained a signi"cant number of our priorities 
to warrant its inclusion in the report card.

Late budgets lead to inadequate planning and 
rationed health care for veterans. #e Veterans Health 
Care Budget Reform and Transparency Act, also known 
as Advance Appropriations, authorized the approval of the 
VA budget two years in advance. #is legislation removed 
partisanship and politics from the veterans funding pro-
cess and was the top priority for IAVA Action in 2009.   
        
 
Upgrades to the Post 9/11 GI Bill, and veterans’ jobs were 
top priorities for IAVA Action in 2010.  Without leadership 
from the Senate Veterans A!airs Committee, there was no 
substantial progress on these issues.  We thank those mem-
bers who stood with us from the start on these issues and ex-
pect to see real action on these issues in the 112th Congress.

SUMMARY: Our work on the new GI Bill is not done.   
In 2008 Congress made a historic investment in our na-
tions newest veterans.  However thousands of veterans were 
left out of the Post 9/11 GI Bill.  IAVA was a leader in de-
veloping an upgrade package to the New GI Bill (New GI 
Bill 2.0).  #e New GI Bill 2.0 was one of IAVA Action’s 
top legislative priorities in 2010. Although over 300,000 
students have already taken advantage of this historic new 
bene"t, tens of thousands of veterans are still being left be-
hind. Too many young veterans "nd themselves unable to 
take advantage of these GI Bill bene"ts because they are 
attending the wrong school and many others, already using 
the new GI Bill, have had their bene"ts cut by needlessly 
complicated regulations. New GI Bill 2.0 o$ers a compre-
hensive approach to upgrading the Post-9/11 GI Bill by 
expanding the bene"t to include: 1) Vocational Training: 
Invaluable job training for students studying at vocational 
schools; 2) Title 32 AGR: Grant National Guardsmen re-
sponding to national disasters full GI Bill credit; 3) Dis-
tance Learners: Provide living allowances for veterans in 
distance learning programs.  #e New GI Bill 2.0 will also 
streamline and clarify the Post 9/11 GI Bill be removing tu-
ition and fee caps and expand the Yellow Ribbon Program.

SUMMARY: Fighting veteran unemployment was one of 
IAVA Action’s top legislative priorities in 2010.  Unem-
ployment rates among new veterans have risen signi"cantly 
in the last 2 years. In 2009, the average unemployment rate 
for Iraq and Afghanistan-era veterans was 10.2%, up from 
6.1% in 2007. #e unemployment rate of Reserve and Na-
tional Guardsmen, who often leave behind civilian jobs or 
their own business when they deploy, have more than qua-
drupled since 2007. In response IAVA Action supported two 
bills that o$ered unemployed veterans a meaningful chance 
at "nding quality employment. #e “Veteran Employment 
Assistance Act” (H.R.5120/S.3234) provides direct assis-
tance to veteran owned small businesses, improves DOD’s 
Transition Assistance Program (TAP) and reauthorizes a 
program that helps veterans secure vocational certi"cates 
based on their military service. #e “Veteran Employment 
Transition Act” (H.R.5400/S.3398) would extend a $2,400 
tax credit to employers who hire unemployed veterans and 
simplify the process for employer to apply for that credit.
